· 30 units – 1, 2, 3 and 4 bedroom units

· Still trying to figure out how many homeless units there will be

· Tenants will be approved if they meet 30% AMI

· Support services will be provided by Anna Marie’s

· Certificate of Consistency approval:

· M/S/P – Nancy Cashman / Cheryl Gray / Passed

F. Homeless Prevention Rapid Re-Housing (HPRP) Updates:
· Tri-CAP – 50 active households

· Have served 100 households – closed 50

· Bi-CAP – Working with 31 households 

· Lakes & Pines CAC, Inc. – Working with 27 households

· 16 under prevention

· 11 under rapid re-housing

· There is more demand for prevention so they are talking about shifting funding within their budget

· LSS Brainerd – Have taken in some new households since last month
· Having a difficult time serving youth

· Otter Tail – 24 households served
· Wright County Community Action, Inc. – Working with 8 households

· All are under rapid re-housing

· Financial assistance ends after 6 months – wondering how successful their exit will be since financial assistance will run out before the exit review

· MAC-V – Working with 8 households
· Partnering with LSS on 2 households
· Looking for referrals

G. APR Presentation – Shelter Plus Care 1, 2, 3:
· Shelter Plus Care One:

· 14 slots (12 singles, 2 families)

· As of May 31, 2009, serving 13 singles and 8 families

· 77% of participants maintained permanent housing for more than 6 months – This HUD goal has been met

· 10% were successful in obtaining employment or entitlement benefits 

· Shelter Plus Care Two:

· 10 slots (7 singles, 3 families)

· As of April 30, 2009, serving 6 singles and 5 families

· 90% of participants maintained permanent housing for more than 6 months – This HUD goal has been met
· 20% of participants were successful in obtaining employment – This HUD goal has been met
· Shelter Plus Care Three:

· 4 chronic homeless slots

· As of June 30, 2009, serving 5 singles and 1 family

· 75% of participants maintained permanent housing for more than 6 months

· 25% of participants were successful in obtaining employment or entitlement benefits – This HUD goal has been met
H. Exhibit One 2010:
· 2009 new grant awards will be announced this “summer”

· The 2010 CoC registration process has begun – Grant Inventory Worksheets are in the process of getting approved – Central CoC renewals are all renewing in 2010
· The 2010 NOFA will not be released any earlier than July 1, 2010 – We are expecting a fast turnaround for when the application will be due

· The 2010 Point-In-Time (PIT) Count and Housing Inventory Chart (HIC) information will not be submitted through the Exhibit One – It will be submitted directly to the HUD Homeless Data Exchange (HDX) web site

· SHP renewals are limited to one year renewals

· The Permanent Housing Bonus funds may be used for disabled individuals and families and chronic homeless individuals – Also, HUD is strongly recommending that a portion of the Bonus funds be used to serve Veteran’s

· New Shelter Plus Care grants awarded funds for the first time in 2010 competition will only be able to request the same number of units they were awarded in 2010, when they become eligible for renewal funding in the future
